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EOC Exit Standard Portfolio Review Guidelines 

(Algebra I, English I, and Biology) 
NC high school students are required to score a Level III or IV on the above 3 EOC Exit Standard Exams in order to receive credit towards graduation. However, if a student passes one of the classes but fails to earn a Level III or IV on the EOC after one retest, he or she may be brought before a review panel to determine mastery of the material and make one of the following recommendations: repeat the course, remediate and retest using a benchmark assessment, or grant credit. Below is the recommended information that should be contained in the student’s portfolio prior to review. 

• Portfolio Cover Page 

o This page should be completed and placed on the FRONT of the portfolio 

• Portfolio Assessment Summary Page 

o This document is to assist you in summarizing important test data and should be placed in the front of the portfolio after the Cover Page. 

• Portfolio Checklist 

o This is the order of the portfolio. Include in the portfolio: 1) samples of student work that reflect the depth and breadth of the curriculum mastered, 2) evidence of participation and involvement with the curriculum, and 3) opportunities for student growth. Use the checklist to ensure proper documentation. Include the Checklist in the portfolio after the Summary Page. 

• Work Samples Page 

o This page provides guidance for “best practices” when documenting the student’s work for the EOC Review Panel. 

• Review Panel Members 

o The Review Panel should consist of the following members: 

·  Student’s Teacher 

·  Guidance Counselor 

·  Administration 

·  Curriculum Coordinator* (Content Specific) 

·  EC/ESL Teacher where applicable 

*Parent may appeal through the building principal 

*Curriculum Coordinators are part of the team to evaluate a student’s level of proficiency and/or mastery of the content and provide input into the final decision. The portfolio should demonstrate the student’s thinking process as they progress through the curriculum.
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
