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OdysseyWare Guidelines

· Students will be allowed to be enrolled in only two OW courses at a time. If a student needs three or more OW courses, those courses can be entered into OW but will remain inactive until such time as one or more initial courses are complete.  In this way a student is never actively enrolled in more than 2 courses at a time. Send the course list in priority order to Valerie Davis for entry.

· Courses cannot carry from year to year.  Courses are updated by OW each summer and a new course year begins.  Students cannot carry courses over from 2009, they must work in 2010 and UCPS cannot guarantee the students work will remain after the course update.  2010 OW year began with summer school.

· Upon completion of the OW course, the DLA will submit the qualifying documentation attached to a credit request to the principal for review.  With principal certification, the NCWise Data Manager will enter the grade(s) and forward the appropriate forms to Valerie Davis.  Upon receipt, the student will be deleted from OW therefore it is critical that the necessary forms are attached to the credit request form.  This is your documentation for the future.  

· If a student has been inactive in a course for one entire semester (or 90 school days), the student will be deleted from the course in OW.  The course expectation is that a student should be able to complete an OW course in one semester.  Inactive OW courses will be deleted at the end of each semester. We recognize there are extenuating circumstances; these should be submitted in writing to Valerie Davis with principal approval. 

· DLA’s are expected to monitor and encourage student participation.  If a student is not performing to expectation, please have the DLA consult the school counselor for advice.

· New Courses require 135 hours for completion along with all the units and supplementary activities in OW.  The expectation is that our students will do everything OW has in the specific course.

· Credit recovery courses require MASTERY.  This means that a student must demonstrate mastery at 70% beginning with the alternative assessment.  If a student takes the alternative assessment for unit 1 and passes with a 70 or higher on the first attempt they may move on to unit 2.  At the point in which a student does NOT pass the alternative assessment at 70% or greater, the students must complete the activities in that unit.  The student may try the next alternative assessment after the previous unit is completed at a passing level.
