Individual Diabetes Care Plan

The 2003 General Assembly of North Carolina passed Senate Bill 911 to require the State Board of Education to adopt guidelines for the development and implementation of Individual Diabetes Care Plans.  The bill has been implemented in Union County Public Schools since the 2003-2004 school term.

As part of the guidelines, the school nurse is to develop/update individual diabetes care plans at the written request of the student’s parent/guardian.  A parent form to request the development and implementation of an individual diabetes care plan is attached.  It is the parent’s responsibility to provide a diabetes care plan reviewed by the student’s health care provider prior to the student receiving any medical services other than self care, parent care and Emergency Medical Service (911) at school.  The request form should be returned before school starts. 
The Diabetes Care Plan needs to be completed over the summer by your student’s healthcare provider/doctor.  Prior to the beginning of the       school year, an appointment should be scheduled with the school nurse to finalize the plan.
